By no later than 31 December 2017, the Commission shall produce a document that consolidates information on all funding governed by this Regulation, and that offers a breakdown of spending by, inter alia, beneficiary country, general area of application of the funds, use of financial instruments, commitments and payments, and level of participation of partners.
